The Grady County Board of Commissioners met for their Regular Meeting on Tuesday, June 16, 2015, with Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Vice Chairman Charles Norton, Commissioners Thomas David, Elwyn Childs and Ray Prince in attendance.  County Administrator Carlos Tobar, County Attorney Kevin Cauley and County Clerk Carrie Kines were also present.
Mrs. Copeland called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked Mr. David to offer the Invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mr. David made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.
Prior to calling for Public Comments, Mrs. Copeland stated the Board is keeping no secrets or hiding anything from you; You can ask if you want information but sometimes when we make these comments, it doesn’t mean we are withholding information we just can’tcomment on pending litigation.  Everything can be shared when cases are settled.

Mr. Tony Ward, US Hwy 319 South, askedMr. Norton about dumpsters close to pavement on State Highways and would that be sufficient on County Roads as well.  Mr. Norton stated there must be room for trucks to have room to get to the dumpsters.  Mr. Nathanial Bush reiterated Mr. Ward’s comments.
Mr. Richard Kuhne, Jamie Lane, asked for an update on the paving project on Lewis Lane.  He was advised that ROW acquisitions continue.

Mr. Peter Wright, Stephens Road, made comments on business strategies he agrees or disagrees with- wants public officials to have certain conversations with commissioners in public verses in private.
Mr. Cauley advised we received a favorable ruling from the Supreme Court in the Stream Buffer Variance Case and that we currently have no pending litigation.  Mr. Cauley stated he is continuing to work on right of way acquisitions.  He announced that the Langdale Company is donating ROW for the Lewis Lane Paving Project.

Mr. Tom Carmichael from Carr, Riggs and Ingram presented the Board with the 2014 Financial Audit Results.  He began by offering thanks for all the work Mrs. Johnson and Mr. Tobar provided to his staff.  He stated that in the next ten or so days they will be completing final report that tonight is just an overview.  The Board then went through the provided Handout while explained by Mr. Carmichael.  Mrs. Copeland asked if the County was good financially.  Mr. Carmichael stated yes - we are making improvements and are not at risk – we must continue to grow fund balance, with a goalof about a $12 million fund balance.  He stated that everything would be completed by June 30th.  Mr. Carmichael will be asked to come in sooner next year- February or March to begin the Audit.

Mr. Norton made a motion to approve the Carr, Riggs and Ingram Invoice for Auditing Services in the amount of $24,545.69.  Mr. Prince made the second with the Board giving their unanimous approval for payment.

Mr. Norton made a motion to table the appointment to the DFACS Board until the June 18, 2015 meeting.  Mr. Prince made the second with the Board unanimously approving tabling the item.

Mr. Norton made a motion to approve the ACCG IRMA Invoice for Worker’s Compensation in the amount of $135,053.00 with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board unanimously approved the payment.

Mr. Tobar reported on several items:

· He received the Georgia Indigent Service Agreement late this afternoon and will get to Mr. Cauley for review.
· He expects to receive the letter from Safe Dams this Friday.
· The Lighting Project continues at Barber Park.  
· The County’s Financial Audit will be in March next year instead of June.

Mr. Norton stated that Kevin Harrison’s son called about the Mitigation property and wanted to know when the gates would be installed.  The Board discussed Mr. Elkins doing most of the work.
Mr. David asked if the Lake Authority still met on a regular basis.  He was advised the next meeting was July 9, 2015 at 8:00 am.

Mrs. Copeland asked if Wood and Partners had completed the plans.  Mr. Norton advised that Mr. Binion has the specs for the boat ramps (100% on most and 90% on dam boat ramp).  Mrs. Copeland also advised that Mr. Todd Gainous would be present at the July 7th meeting to discuss the Charter School.

Mr. Norton asked the Board to look at new boat ramp on 93.  DNR has it looking good.  He stated someone needs to patrol the area to ensure it looks good for a while.  Mr. Norton asked if the First responders were still having trouble.  Mr. David stated they were and the Motorola Project Engineers were looking into.
The Tax commissioners operating system and server came in a crushed package they are still working on getting this installed.
Mr. Prince questioned if we would still need to thin the pines at the Lake.  Mr. Norton stated that we were waiting on the Forestry Unit.  Mr. Norton advised that Mr. Binion had quotes for the Spraying at the lake.

Mr. Norton advised he was working with Mr. Brian Harrison on getting the Eternal Flame repaired for July 4th.
Mr. David stated he read in the Cairo Messenger about a meeting on June 23rd in the City Council Chambers concerning the Comprehensive Plan and that apparently all Commissioners are supposed to be there.  No one including the County Administrator and County Clerk were aware of this.
Mr. Childs discussed the need for a Natural Gas Resolution.
