The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session, Tuesday, July 21, 2015 with Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Vice-Chairman Charles Norton, Commissioners Ray Prince, Thomas David and Elwyn Childs in attendance.  Also present were County Administrator Carlos Tobar, County Attorney Kevin Cauley and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  

Mrs. Copeland called the Regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked Mr. Childs to offer the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.   
Prior to the adoption of the Agenda, Mr. David made a motion that the County Flags be flown at half mast, due to the shooting deaths of the five soldiers, from sun up tomorrow (Wednesday) until Saturday.  Mr. Prince made a second with the Board approving unanimously.
Mr. Prince made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mrs. Susan Bennett, Tax Assessor, explained and answered questions concerning the Sales Ratio Study.  We are currently at a 36.21 ratio which is the third lowest in the State.  Mrs. Bennett stated the need to reevaluate commercial and industrial properties.  Mr. Mitchell asked the Board to consider requiring a Timber Permit to cut timber.      

Mr. Richard Phillips, Fire Chief, presented a Power Point Presentation outlining the Three Year Plan for the VFD.  This plan included action plans for lowering the ISO Rating.  This plan includes the construction of Sub Stations throughout the County and acquiring additional equipment.
