The Grady County Board of Commissioners met for a Budget Meeting, Thursday, July 9, 2015 with Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Vice-Chairman Charles Norton, Commissioners Ray Prince, Thomas David and Elwyn Childs in attendance.  Also present were County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  

Mrs. Copeland called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. and asked Mr. David to offer the invocation   
Mr. Norton made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. Prince making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.
The Purpose of the Meeting was to adopt the Tentative 2015 Millage Rate and 2016 Budget.  Mr. Tobar presented the Board with four potential Options for Millage Rates.

Prior to that scheduled discussion, Mrs. Hall from Borden Road was allowed to address the Board with concerns about Borden Road and Borden Lane.  She had a delegation present in support.  Mrs. Hall provided pictures of the damaged road and asked that it be added to the Paving Project List.  

Mr. Tobar presented the Board with four potential Options for Millage Rates.  Mr. David made a motion to tentatively set the 2015 Millage Rate at 13.265 and adopt the 2016 Budget as presented.  Mr. Childs made the second with the Board giving their unanimous approval.  This Option included using $125,000 of LMIG Revenue and granting employees a 3% salary increase.

Mr. Norton made a motion to adjourn the meeting with Mr. David making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval to adjourn the meeting.
