The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session, Tuesday, June 2, 2015 with Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Vice-Chairman Charles Norton, Commissioners Ray Prince, Thomas David and Elwyn Childs in attendance.  Also present were County Administrator Carlos Tobar, County Attorney Kevin Cauley and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  

Mrs. Copeland called the Regular meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and asked Mr. Prince to offer the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.   
Three additions were made to the Agenda.  Mr. David made a motion to adopt the Agenda, with these additions, with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.
Mrs. Copeland called for Public Comments.  Mr. John Monds, 1017 Old Thomasville Road, asked why the Laura Benz Invoice in the Formal Actions Section of the meeting was not itemized.  He feels that it is being kept secret.  Mr. Monds expressed that there was no need for a sign ordinance that the decision should be left up to the Property owners. Mr. David made a motion to enter into Contract with JAG for Magistrate Court and State Court Probation Services with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.
