Minutes of Regular Meeting May 17, 2016
The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session on Tuesday, May 17, 2016 with Chairman Charles Norton, Vice-Chairman Elwyn Childs, Commissioners Thomas David and Ray Prince in attendance. Also present were County Attorney Kevin Cauley, County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Clerk Carrie Kines Croy.   Commissioner LaFaye Copeland was absent.
Chairman Norton called the Regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and offered the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Mr. Childs made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. Prince making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval. 

Chairman Norton called for Public Comments.  Mr. Peter Wright, 304 Stephens Road, stated the Board needed to draft legislation during the sixty day moratorium on building chicken houses to address factory farming.

Ms. Gloria Smith, 885 Stagecoach Road, spoke about the inhumane conditions of the animals in chicken house operations.  She also provided the Board with devaluation figures on property surrounding the Factory Farming Operations from studies done in rural Illinois in 2000 and rural Michigan in 1990.

Attorney Cauley stated the proposal for a letter of credit to satisfy the stabilization requirement was in the Corps of Engineers Office.  It would then go to the Ga/Fla land trust Board to approve.  Bids are being solicited.  
Attorney Cauley asked the Board’s permission to be absent at the June 7th regular meeting, which was granted.  He also advised that the flagging on State Park Road had begun for ROW acquisition.
Mrs. Betsy McGriff, Archway Professional, updated the Board on the activities and accomplishments of Archway during the last year and the upcoming projects.  Following the presentation, Mrs. McGriff asked the Board for their financial support for another year.  Mr. Childs made a motion to approve the MOU with Archway expending $10,000.00 for another year.  Mr. Prince made the second with the Board approving unanimously.
The Calendar of Events was reviewed.

Mr. Prince motioned to approve all of the below listed Consent Items.  Mr. David seconded with unanimous approval from the Board.  Consent Items approved were:
· Approved minutes from the May 5, 2016 Regular Meeting and the May 5, 2016 Closed Session Meeting.
· Ratified the Board’s verbal approval to expend an additional $4,035.00 for architectural services for the USDA renovations to MLD Architects.

· Approved the ACCG Invoice for Audited Worker’s Compensation Insurance in the amount of $25,412.00.

· Approved Family Subdivision Plat for Sara E. Fain.

· Approved Family Subdivision Plat for Isabel Resendiz.
Mr. Tobar advised he had no additional items other than what was on Agenda.

Mr. Childs made a motion to approve the Budget Workshop/Public Hearing Dates and Times with Mr. David making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval.

Mr. David made a motion to approve Watkins Engineering Task Order #8 in the amount of $51,125.00 and Task Order #9 in the amount of $9,350.00.  Mr. Childs made the second with the Board approving unanimously.
Mr. Childs made a motion to approve the revised 2015 Budget with Mr. Prince making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

In Unfinished Business, Mrs. Croy provided an explanation on the ACCG Invoice for Legal Fees for an off duty deputy.  Mr. Prince made a motion to approve ACCG Invoice in the amount of $3,855.00 with Mr. David making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.
Mr. Childs advised that Mr. Jason McGhin was willing to serve on the Planning Commission to fill the vacant spot.  Mr. Childs made a motion to appoint Mr. Jason McGhin to the Planning Commission with Mr. David making the second.  The Board unanimously approved the appointment.
The April 2016 Road Department Report and the Fuel Reports were reviewed.

Mr. Prince made a motion to adjourn with Mr. Childs making the second.  The meeting was adjourned by unanimous vote.
