The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session, Tuesday, May 5, 2015 with Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Vice-Chairman Charles Norton, Commissioners Ray Prince, Thomas David and Elwyn Childs in attendance.  Also present were County Administrator Carlos Tobar, County Clerk Kevin Cauley and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  

Mrs. Copeland called the Regular meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and asked Mr. David to offer the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.   
Ms. Kines advised that the Presentation listed on the Agenda had been removed.  Mr. David made a motion to adopt the Agenda with this change with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mrs. Copeland called for Public Comments.  Mr. Tony Ward, US 319, asked the Board not to remove the dumpsters at Parkway Junction until a new location is found.  Mr. Curt Harris, 171 Holton Lane, reiterated Mr. Ward’s comments.

Mr. John Monds, 1017 Old Thomasville Road, stated the Tired Creek Lake Master Plan needed to be available to the public.  Mr. Peter Wright, Stephens Road, reiterated Mr. Monds Comments.  

The Calendar of Events was reviewed.

Mr. Norton made a motion to approve the following Consent Items, with changes to the April 21, 2015 Regular Meeting Minutes.  Mr. Prince made the second with the Board approving unanimously the Consent Items as listed:

After discussion concerning the Laura Benz Invoice, Mr. Norton made a motion to approve payment to Laura Benz in the amount of $11,395.29.  Mr. David made the second with the Board giving their unanimous approval of payment.
Mr. Paul Odom from Odum Tele-Communications was present to answer questions concerning the proposal.  After much discussion, Mr. David made a motion to purchase the Voice over Internet Protocol Equipment and services from Odom Tele-Communications in the amount of $45,963.00.  Mr. Prince made the second with the Board approving unanimously.  The other bid received was from Wind stream in the amount of $66,522.29.
Mr. Tobar advised the Board of the following items:
