Minutes of Regular Meeting May 5, 2016
The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session on Thursday, May 5, 2016 with Chairman Charles Norton, Commissioners Thomas David, LaFaye Copeland and Ray Prince in attendance. Also present were County Attorney Kevin Cauley, County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Clerk Carrie Kines Croy.   Vice-Chairman Elwyn Childs was absent.
Chairman Norton called the Regular meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and asked Mr. David to offer the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Mr. Prince made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. David making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval. 

Chairman Norton called for Public Comments.  Ms. Gloria Smith, 885 Stagecoach Road, spoke against the Chicken Houses located on Spence Road.  Ms. Smith stated there were EPD Violations as well as Set Back Violations.  She asked the Board to implement a temporary moratorium on the building of additional Poultry Houses.

Mr. Charles Wilcox, 2498 County Line Road, spoke against the incinerator located at the Poultry Houses.  He stated that the environment needed protecting.  He asked the Board for a committee to be formed to study the effects the incinerator was having on the environment.
Mr. Lane Green, Tall Timbers Research Center, stated the Board needs to protect the wells, lakes, streams and all water supplies.  He called for common sense regulations.
Mr. Neil Fleckenstein, Tall Timbers Research Center, asked the Board to look at impact on water supply from chicken houses.  He asked the Board to consider requiring a vegetative buffer around the chicken houses.
Attorney Cauley stated all of his items would be covered in the Closed Session.

Under Unfinished Business the Variance Request for Jason Farm, LLC was discussed.  Mr. David stated that he would like to see the Board look at amending ordinances to address this in the future.  He assured the constituents present that more would come out of this situation.  Mr. David made a motion to grant the Variance Request with Mr. Prince making the second.  The Board unanimously voted to grant the Variance Request to Jason Farm, LLC.
The Calendar of Events was reviewed.

Mr. Prince motioned to approve all of the below listed Consent Items.  Mr. David seconded with unanimous approval from the Board.  Consent Items approved were:
· Approved minutes from the April 19, 2016 Regular Meeting and the April 19, 2016 Closed Session Meeting.
· Ratified the Board’s verbal approvals to expend $2,927.25 to Yancey Brothers for Bulldozer repair and to expend $6,000.00 to Joey Brock for surveying State park Road ROW.

· Approved Family Subdivision Plat for Tedd Bryant.
Mr. Tobar advised the Board that the 4-H Archery Team won the State Competition and will be traveling to Nebraska for the National Competition.  The UGA Extension Office requests the Board fund $1,700.00 for Van Rental to transport the students.  Mr. Tobar advised the funds would come from the Contingency Line Item.  Mrs. Copeland made a motion to approve the $1,700.00 Van Rental with Mr. David making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval.

Mr. Tobar also advised the Budget Preparation Calendar is almost complete.  He is awaiting information from the Tax Commissioner.

Mr. David asked the County Administrator to begin handing out a list of his items at the meeting so the Commissioners will have a reference when he is giving his report.

Under New Business, Mr. David asked the Board to consider the Ordinance Changes, to protect the Water Supply, recommended by Neil Fleckenstein from Tall Timbers.  Mr. Tobar added to also require an additional survey of property after permit forms are issued.  Mr. Prince recommended the Board scheduling a Work Session or form a Committee to study this process.  The Board also discussed asking the Property Owner to move the Incinerator to another place on the property away from houses.  Attorney Cauley asked if we were enforcing the Certificate of Occupancy.  
Mr. David made a motion to set a sixty day moratorium on the construction of Chicken Houses with Mrs. Copeland making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.
Mr. Prince made a motion to approve the cost of $250,000 for Brumbley Creek Stabilization with Mr. David making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mr. Prince made a motion to schedule a Public Hearing for the purpose of amending the Specific Land Use Regulations for June 21st at 6:10 p.m.  Mrs. Copeland made the second with the Board approving unanimously.

Mrs. Copeland made a motion to approve the purchase of Coir Mat 700 from J.H. Dowling, Inc. in the amount of $21,525.00 for stabilization of Brumbley Creek site.  Mr. David made the second with the Board unanimously approving the purchase.  Other bids received were; GroGreen in the amount of $24,012.00 and Ferguson Waterworks in the amount of $30,805.28.

Mr. Prince made a motion to go into Closed Session for the purpose of discussing Real Estate and Pending Litigation with Mr. David making the second.  The Board approved unanimously to go into Closed Session.

Mr. Prince made a motion to come out of Closed Session with Mr. David making the second.  The Board approved unanimously to come out of Closed Session.  No action was taken as a result of Closed Session.  
Mr. Tobar reminded the Board of the National Day of Prayer Ceremonies at the Courthouse today at noon.

Mr. Prince made a motion to adjourn with Mr. David making the second.  The meeting was adjourned by unanimous vote.
