The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session on Tuesday, October 18, 2016 with Chairman Charles Norton, Commissioners Thomas David, LaFaye Copeland and Ray Prince in attendance. Also present were County Administrator Carlos Tobar, County Attorney Kevin Cauley and County Clerk Carrie Croy.  Vice-Chairman Elwyn Childs was absent.  
Chairman Norton called the Regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked Mr. Prince to offer the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Mr. Prince made a motion to adopt the Agenda, with the changes, with Mr. David making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval. 

Chairman Norton called for Public Comments.  None were offered.

Attorney Cauley advised the Special Land Use Regulations Ordinance addressing Yard Sales was in the Formal Action Section of the meeting for discussion.  Mr. Cauley also stated he had received the surveys on State Park Road that needed adjustments so he would continue with the ROW acquisitions.
The Calendar of Events and a letter from the Department of Community Affairs concerning the Service Delivery Strategy were reviewed.

· Presented the Road Superintendent’s request for a dirt pan rental in the amount of $7500.00 monthly.  The Board asked for additional information before approving.

· The surveys on Harper Road continue this week.

· Patch job on Pine Park Road is complete.  Mr. Elkins will inspect on Monday.

· Work will resume soon on the USDA renovation.

· Staff is preparing for the Public Hearing Open House on 11/1.  It will be held from 6:00-7:30 pm in the main courtroom on the second floor.  There will be before and after coverage maps for VFD, pictures of the proposed fire stations, pictures of the splash pad, adult fitness area and playground area.  Comments will be taken at 6:15 pm and then again at 6:30 pm.

The Yard Sale Ordinance under Formal Actions was tabled in order to schedule a work session with Mr. Brian Harrison, Code Enforcement Director.

Mr. Prince asked the Board if they had heard that Life Flight services were being suspended and asked if we would be serviced by another company.  Mr. Tobar will look into.

Mr. David discussed a conversation he had with Betsy McGriff from Archway concerning lodging tax collected which allows the City of Cairo to receive help from state agencies to promote tourism.  The Board consented to allow Mr. David to gather information.

Mr. David made a motion to televise the Commissioner Meetings live and make available on the website for viewing.  The motion died for lack of a second.  Discussion occurred.  Mr. David also asked that the projector be set up during the meetings to show pictures and etc.
