Minutes of Regular Meeting September 20, 2016
The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session on Tuesday, September 20, 2016 with Chairman Charles Norton, Vice-Chairman Elwyn Childs, Commissioners Thomas David, LaFaye Copeland and Ray Prince in attendance. Also present were County Administrator Carlos Tobar, County Attorney Kevin Cauley and County Clerk Carrie Croy.  
Chairman Norton called the Regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and offered the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Mr. Childs made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mrs. Copeland making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval. 

Chairman Norton called for Public Comments.  None were offered.

Attorney Cauley advised there are only a few landowners left to obtain ROW from for State Park Road.  The survey will need to be reviewed on one of the properties.

The Calendar of Events was reviewed.
One item was pulled from Consent.  Mr. Prince motioned to approve all of the below listed Consent Items with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.  Consent Items approved were:

Mr. Childs made a motion to purchase Dumpsters from the low bidder, Lewis Steel Works, in the amount of $15,000.00 with Mr. Prince making the second.  The Board approved 4-1 to purchase with Mr. David voting against.  The other bid received was from Louisiana Containers, Inc. in the amount of $23,640.00.

· The cold patch used on Open Pond Road repair looks good.

· The subject of using the 2008 SPLOST funds for the splash pad was discussed.  Mr. Tobar asked Attorney Cauley to advise.  Mr. Cauley advised that it has to be one project and there has to be an agreement between the County and the Cities jointly.  Another option is to abandon the aquatic center project all together.  It was the consensus of the Board to hold a public meeting for input.

· Asked the Board to be allowed to fill the vacant Intern position which is no more than 30 hours weekly.  The previous Intern took a full time position.  It was the consensus of the Board to allow the hiring of another Intern.
Mrs. Copeland made a motion to approve payment of annual Department of Public Health EMS License Fees in the amount of $8,100.00.  Mr. David made the second with the Board unanimously approving the payment.   
Mrs. Copeland made a motion to approve purchase of software for Tax Assessor’s Office from MyChoice Software in the amount of $2,699.99.  Mr. Childs made the second with the Board unanimously approving the purchase.

Mr. Childs made a motion to authorize juvenile court expense payable to K. Todd Butler in the amount of $1,500.00.  Mr. Prince made the second with the Board unanimously approving the payment. 
Mr. Prince made a motion to award road repairs to Circle M Farms, LLC D/B/A Renau Paving and Contracting in the amount of $17,700.00.  Mrs. Copeland made the second with the Board unanimously approving the motion.  The second bid was from Southern Contractors in the amount of $20,275.00.
Mr. Childs made a motion to approve the CCR Environmental Proposal in the amount of $11,770.00 for the Old 179 Ecology Studies.  Mr. David made the second with the Board unanimously approving.
