Minutes of Workshop June 7, 2016
The Grady County Board of Commissioners met for a Workshop on Tuesday, June 7, 2016 with Chairman Charles Norton, Vice-Chairman Elwyn Childs, Commissioners Thomas David, LaFaye Copeland and Ray Prince in attendance. Also present were County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Clerk Carrie Kines Croy.   County Attorney Kevin Cauley was absent.
Chairman Norton called the Workshop to order at 1:30 p.m.  
Mrs. Copeland made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. Prince making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval. 

The purpose of the Workshop was to discuss amending current County Ordinances.  First was the “Chicken House Ordinance.  Intern Shelley Kines prepared information comparing surrounding counties Chicken House Ordinances and made several recommendations to amend Grady County’s.  

Next the Yard Sale Ordinance was discussed.  The Public Hearing for this is scheduled for June 21st.  The Board asked that County Attorney Cauley consider if churches, schools and non-profit organizations could be exempt.  The Board asked Mr. Tobar to obtain the definition for Opaque Buffer for flea markets for the possible inclusion in the County’s Ordinance.

Replacement of the Museum Roof was discussed.  Members of the Historical Society were present for questions/comments.  The deed states that the lessee (the Historical Society) is responsible for maintenance and repairs.  The Board stated they have continually asked for a Financial Statement from the Historical Society but have not been provided one.  The Board will take under consideration the low bid to repair roof and act upon at their next regular scheduled meeting.

Mr. David made a motion to adjourn with Mrs. Copeland making the second.  The meeting was adjourned by unanimous vote.
