The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session, Tuesday, April 15, 2014 with Chairperson TD David, Vice-Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Commissioners Billy Poitevint, Charles Norton and Elwyn Childs in attendance.  Also present were County Attorney Kevin Cauley, County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  
Mr. David called the Regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked Mr. Poitevint to offer the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. Norton made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. Poitevint making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mr. David called for Public Comments.  Mr. John Gainous, 1046 Cedar Springs Road, provided the Board with pictures of the bad condition Cedar Springs Road was in.  He stated the ditches needed cleaning.  He also stated opposition regarding the paving of private roads and drives as it will cost the tax payers more money.  Mr. Gainous questioned the CBDG Grant including private roads.  Mr. Tobar answered Mr. Gainous’ concerns during his Administrator’s Report.

Mr. Peter Wright, Stephens Road, stated his opposition of development and the use of watercraft at Tired Creek Lake.  He also talked of a plan he prepared concerning Lake Development.
Mr. Tobar had several items to report:

· Updated the Board on the ACCG Conference and the meeting he and Mr. Childs had with Toby Carr from the DOT and the meeting with Representatives from DNR to request funding for the Lake.

· The bids for the Photography Contract are due on April 21, 2014.  Discussion occurred concerning members of the Board not being aware that this had been put out to bid.  Mr. Norton asked that a Work Session be scheduled to establish policy for the Recreation Department.

· The Bridge needed at Tired Creek to cross the Spillway was discussed.  The Board had additional questions concerning guard rails and pedestrian crossing for Mr. Tobar to research before taking action.

· Mr. Tobar provided the Board with the Draft Contract between the Board of Education and the County for the CHAMPS Officer position including how the position would be funded.  The Board asked Attorney Cauley to review and add to the May 6, 2014 Meeting Agenda for action.

Mr. Kent Campbell discussed with the Board the request to add Mass Earthwork to the Brumbley Creek Project.  The cost will be $16,800.00 payable to CMI.  After discussion, Mrs. Copeland made a motion to expend $16,800.00 to CMI for the work needed with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board approved the motion unanimously.

Mr. David asked Mr. Tobar to invite Tax Commissioner Gainous to an upcoming meeting to discuss how the new House Bills affecting Ad Volurem taxes and Gate Credits would affect the tax revenue for the county.

Mrs. Copeland made a motion to go into Closed Session for the purpose of discussing Personnel Matters with Mr. Poitevint making the second.  The Board voted unanimously to go into Closed Session.
Mrs. Copeland made a motion to come out of Closed Session with Mr. Poitevint making second.  The Board unanimously approved coming out of Closed Session.  No action was taken as a result of the Closed Session.
Mr. Childs shared his thoughts on the youth being the future Government Leaders and he would like to see the Lake Authority and the Board invite youth groups to attend meetings for their knowledge and understanding.

Mr. David expressed he would like to see communication with the Public regarding the Lake and suggested an update in the paper.
