The Grady County Board of Commissioners met for a Called Meeting, Tuesday, August 12, 2014 with Chairperson TD David, Vice-Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Commissioners Charles Norton, Billy Poitevint and Elwyn Childs in attendance.  Also present were County Attorney Kevin Cauley, County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  

Mr. David called the meeting to order at 2:15 p.m. and asked Mr. Childs to offer the invocation.   
Mr. Poitevint made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

The purpose of the Called Meeting was to discuss Contract Change Orders.

One request from Schnabel Engineering was to open up a second Barrow Pit East of the Dam.  The cost for this will be $91,213.00.  After lengthy discussion, the consensus is that Schnabel will test the soil in the new pit area and pursue the permitting process.  

The second request was to delete the Concrete Wave Protection Wall and replace with Rip Rap.  Even though this would result in a savings of $214,783.00, it was the Consensus of the Board to keep the Concrete Wall.

The Board gave Schnabel instructions to move forward as long as there is no additional cost.

Mr. Tobar advised that N&W Timber has completed the harvesting and is ready for the County to accept the project as complete.  Mr. Poitevint, Mr. Norton and Mr. Elkins-Road Superintendent- will survey the property and report to the Board.

Mr. Norton made a motion to adjourn with Mrs. Copeland making the second.  The Board unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting.
