The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session, Tuesday, August 19, 2014 with Vice-Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Commissioners Charles Norton, Billy Poitevint and Elwyn Childs in attendance.  Also present were County Attorney Kevin Cauley, County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  Chairman Thomas David was absent.
Mrs. Copeland called the Regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked Mr. Childs to offer the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.   
Mr. Poitevint made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mrs. Copeland called for Public Comments.  None were offered.  
Mr. Cauley advised he needed Formal Action on two items:

· The letter of credit with United National is due for renewal at .25%. 

· Purchase Right-Of-Way from Monrovia for $20,000.00.

Mr. Childs made a motion to authorize the Chairman to sign renewal papers for the line of credit with United National and to purchase Right-of-Way, from Monrovia, at the Tired Creek Lake property, in the amount of $20,000.00.  Mr. Norton made the second with the Board giving their unanimous approval for both items.
Mr. Cauley advised there would be a conference call on Wednesday, August 20, 2014 to discuss the Borrow Pits.

Mr. Tobar announced that Grady County received a Grant from the Department of Community Affairs in the amount of $489,167.00 for the road paving project on Lewis Lane.  Mr. Tobar is currently researching who owns the Right-Of-Way on the identified roads.

Mr. Stacy Watkins asked the Board to consider recognizing Miss Jade Marshall the 2014 State Forestry Queen, with a sign coming into the County.  Miss Marshall lives in Grady County.  Due to DOT restrictions on State Highways, a sign may not be feasible.  It was suggested to place on the County Website and prepare a Proclamation.  Mr. Tobar will check with the DOT on their regulations for signs on State Highways.
Mr. Tobar advised the Prison Detail Van had been wrecked and asked the Board to approve payment to Cairo Paint and Body in the amount of $2,975.50 and to Cairo Top Shop in the amount of $300.00.  Decatur County will reimburse the County for these expenditures.  Mr. Childs made a motion to approve the expenditures with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board unanimously approved payment.

Mr. Tobar advised that the Grant Agreement had been emailed to the Toll Way Authority and that Attorney Cauley was reviewing the Agreement.

Mr. John Taylor and Mr. Ron Arline presented the Board with the Medical, Dental and Vision Benefits overview for the past year and the paperwork for Renewal.  Mr. Norton made a motion to renew the contract with Taylor Benefits for another year with Mr. Poitevint making the second.  The Board unanimously approved the motion.

Mr. Norton made the second with the Board giving their unanimous approval.  This Task Order is to perform preliminary engineering and design of utility placement at Tired Creek Lake to support construction of amenities and future facilities. This reclassification would require an additional $6,040.00 in the 2015 Budget and would start January 1, 2015.  Mr. Childs spoke in favor of this request.  Mr. Norton made a motion to approve the request with Mr. Poitevint making the second.  The Board unanimously approved the Reclassification Request.  

 Mr. Childs announced that Mr. Rehberg has been asked to serve on the State’s 4-H Foundation Advisory Board.
In Unfinished Business, Mr. Norton made a motion to rescind the motion to deny the Family Subdivision Plat for Ellen Jeter with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board unanimously approved rescinding the motion from last meeting.  Mr. Norton made a motion to approve the Family Subdivision Plat for Ellen Jeter with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board unanimously approved the plat.

The July 2014 Road Department Report was reviewed.
Mr. Norton asked Ms. Kines if she would start calling each Commissioner about Special Called Meetings instead of E-mailing and Texting them.

Mr. Norton made a motion to adjourn with Mr. Poitevint making the second.  The Board unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting.
