The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session, Tuesday, February 4, 2014 with Chairman TD David, Commissioners Billy Poitevint, Elwyn Childs and Charles Norton in attendance.  Also present were County Attorney Kevin Cauley, County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  Vice-Chairman LaFaye Copeland was absent due to training.
Mr. David called the Regular meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and asked Mr. Norton to offer the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mr. Norton made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. Poitevint making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mr. David called for Public Comments.  None were offered.
Mr. Cauley had no specifics to report in the County Attorney’s report.

Mr. Tobar had several items to be included in the Formal Actions Section of the meeting.

Mr. Lawton Heard, Magistrate, discussed with the Board that the Magistrate Court does not participate in the funding of the Law Library thus not being able to access the benefits of the Law Library.  He requests local legislation allowing his court to contribute funding at a rate of $4.00 per civil action filing.  Mr. Childs made a motion to allow the Magistrate’s participation with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval.  Mr. Cauley will prepare a Resolution for the Board’s signature.

A new Agenda Section is being used/tried for the first time.  Consent Items.  The purpose of this section is that one motion can be made for all Consent Items.  Consent Items are routine and non-controversial.  Should an item require discussion, it will be pulled and placed in Formal Actions.
Mr. Childs made a motion to approve the Consent Item Section of the Agenda, as listed below, with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board unanimously approved all of the Consent Items as listed below.
· Approved minutes from the January 21, 2014 Regular Meeting and the January 21, 2014 Closed Session.

· Reviewed the Calendar of Events.

· Approved the qPublic, LLC Invoice in the amount of $4,500.00.

· Received the Financial Report from the Joint Development Authority.

· Approved the purchase of uniforms for the Detention Center from the low bidder, DGG Taser & Tactical Supply for $3,571.72.  The other bid received was from G. Willies in the amount of $4,381.50. 

Mrs. Becky Bracewell and supporters from the community were present to discuss the Recreation Department’s Policies regarding Concessions and the Recreation Department’s Operations.  Mrs. Bracewell provided for the Board’s review a survey of surrounding counties charges for field rentals and tournaments.  Mrs. Bracewell also provided for the Board’s review her rebuttal to comments made in the previous meeting by Mr. Poitevint.  After discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to hold a Work Session to prepare written polices for Concessions at Barber Park and Operations for the Recreation Department.  Mr. Tim Bracewell, Basehit Enterprises, the current Concession Operator, withdrew from providing services.  

Mrs. Bracewell asked for guidance at the meeting on the issue of charging a gate fee for middle school.  The Board had previously agreed to allow the middle school to charge a gate fee and run concessions.  It was the consensus of the Board to continue.

Mr. Norton made a motion to approve the ACCG Invoice for Worker’s Compensation Insurance in the amount of $179,954.00.  Mr. Poitevint made the second with the Board giving their unanimous approval.

It was the consensus of the Board to deny the donation request from the Disabled American Veterans Association.

Bids were solicited for the State Court Indigent Defense contract.  One bid was received.  Mr. Childs made a motion to approve the State Court Indigent Defense Contract with Jami Lewis, Harrell & Lewis, LLC, for an annual amount of $5,000.00.  Mr. Poitevint made the second with the Board approving unanimously.

Mr. Childs made a motion to approve the Wm Thomas Craig, LLC Invoice in the amount of $11,039.30 with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval for payment of invoice.

Mr. Poitevint made a motion to purchase a truck for the Investigative Unit from the low bidder, Brannen Motors, in the amount of $23,328.00.  Mr. Childs made the second with the Board approving the low bid purchase unanimously.  The other bid was from Stallings Motors in the amount of $26,981.00.  

Mr. Tobar advised that Schnabel Engineering had requested the County prepay for 60 cubic yards of concrete at an amount of $75,000.00.  There was discussion regarding the amount.  Mr. Childs made a motion to pay for the concrete at an amount to not exceed $75,000.00 with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.  Mr. Tobar will confirm the amount per yard cost.

Mr. Norton made a motion to go into Closed Session for the purpose of discussing a Personnel Matter.  Mr. Poitevint made the second with the Board unanimously approving to go into Closed Session.  

Mr. Norton made a motion to come out of Closed Session with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board unanimously approved coming out of Closed Session.  As a result of Closed Session it was the consensus of the Board to continue Mrs. Moye’s medical insurance until June 1, 2014.
Mr. Childs made a motion to adjourn with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting.
