The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session, Tuesday, January 7, 2014 with Commissioners Billy Poitevint, TD David, Elwyn Childs, Charles Norton and LaFaye Copeland in attendance.  Also present were County Attorney Kevin Cauley, County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  
Mr. Poitevint called the Regular meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and offered the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mrs. Copeland made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.
Mrs. Copeland made a motion to appoint Mr. David as Chairman of the Board for 2014 with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.  

Mr. Poitevint thanked the Board for their support to him in 2013 and turned the meeting over to Mr. David.  

Mr. Norton made a motion to appoint Mrs. Copeland as Vice-Chairman of the Board for 2014 with Mr. Poitevint making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mrs. Copeland made a motion to reappoint Mr. Kevin Cauley as County Attorney for 2014 with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.
Mr. Poitevint made a motion to reappoint Mrs. Carrie Kines as County Clerk for 2014 with Mrs. Copeland making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval of the reappointment.

Mr. Childs made a motion to reappoint Mrs. Copeland to serve as the Board’s Regional Commission Representative for 2014 with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.  
Mr. Norton made a motion to reappoint Mr. Joe Walden as the Board’s representative from the public on the Regional Commission with Mr. Poitevint making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mrs. Copeland made a motion to reappoint Mr. David and Mr. Norton as the 911 Committee Representatives for 2014.  Mr. Poitevint made the second with the Board approving unanimously.
Mr. Norton made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 17, 2013 Regular Meeting and the December 17, 2013 Closed Session.  Mrs. Copeland made the second with the Board approving unanimously.  
Mr. David called for Public Comments.  Mrs. Clarcia Avery introduced Mr. Clay Poole as the new Environmentalist.

Mr. Cauley advised that the Court of Appeals denied oral arguments in the pending lawsuit and that he had prepared the Pawn Broker Ordinance to be included in the meeting’s formal actions.

In the December 17th meeting the Board approved the purchase of Fire Safety Equipment in the amount of $6,040.00.  The amount was only $3,020.00 so therefore Mrs. Copeland rescinded her motion for the $6,040.00 purchase with Mr. Childs rescinding the second.  The Board unanimously approved rescinding the motion for $6,040.00 purchase.  Mrs. Copeland made a motion to purchase Fire Safety Equipment in the amount of $3,020.00 with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board unanimously approved the purchase.    
Mr. Tobar had the following items for advisement and action:

· Presented a request from the Tax Assessor – the appeal by JT Pine Forest LP.  The ruling of the Board of Assessors is that the County owes a total refund of $12,818.20.  Mr. Norton made a motion to refund JT Pine Forest LP in the amount of $12,818.20 with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval.  Mrs. Susan Bennett, Tax Assessor, was present to answer questions.
· Advised the Probate Judge and Magistrate Judge had requested a key to the Board room which they use occasionally.  Mr. Tobar denied their request for a key with the Board agreeing.

· The Board must decide on whether the fee for Business Licenses will be waived again for 2014 or the $30.00 charge will be implemented.  There are currently about 250 business licenses issued/renewed annually.  Mr. Poitevint abstained from the vote as he is a personal business owner.  Mr. Norton made a motion to waive the fee for 2014 with Mrs. Copeland making the second.  The Board approved unanimously to waive the fee for 2014.
· Mr. Tobar asked Miss Shelley Kines to update the Board on the recent ISO Audit.  She advised that we were close to reaching the next level and would so with improvements in training and record keeping.  Mr. Tobar advised that he, Mr. David and Mrs. Copeland would attend the next Chief’s meeting on January 28th to discuss.

Prior to the meeting, Miss Kines trained the Board on how to use their new tablets for the meeting agenda items.

Mr. Kent Campbell, Eco-South, recommended to the Board to accept the low bid of $764,818.00 (which includes a $100,000.00 contingency) from CMI for the Brumbley Creek Mitigation Project and to waive the $12,600.00 performance bond.  Mr. Norton made a motion to award the contract to CMI in the amount of $764,818.00 and to waive the performance bond with Mr. Poitevint making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.  The other bid was from River Works in the amount of $1,014,923.00.

The final Mitigation Project’s bids will be opened on January 8, 2014.

Lt. Steve Clark, Sheriff’s Office, asked the Board to add a new vehicle to the pool insurance.  A 2010 Chevrolet Police Tahoe is being purchased out of the Drug Seizure Account.  The 2007 Nissan Titan will be returned to the County for their use or disposal.  Mrs. Copeland made a motion to add the Tahoe to the pool insurance with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mrs. Copeland made the second with the Board giving their unanimous approval.  The estimated cost is $1500.00 to $2000.00.

Mrs. Copeland made a motion to write-off the Probate Courts delinquent accounts in the amount of $322.00.  Mr. Poitevint made the second with the Board giving their unanimous approval.

Mr. Childs made a motion to pay the Wm. Thomas Craig Invoice in the amount of $4,855.72 with Mrs. Copeland making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval.

Mrs. Copeland made a motion to adopt the new Pawnbroker Ordinance with Mr. Poitevint making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval to adopt the ordinance.

Mr. Norton made a motion to award the contract for the Annual Fish/Benthos Survey to CCR Environmental in the amount of $9,385.00 with Mrs. Copeland making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval.  The other bids received were:
