The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session, Tuesday, July 1, 2014 with Chairperson TD David, Vice-Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Commissioners Billy Poitevint, Charles Norton and Elwyn Childs in attendance.  Also present were County Attorney Kevin Cauley, County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  
Mr. David called the Regular meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and asked Mr. Norton to offer the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. Poitevint made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mr. David called for Public Comments.  None were offered.  
Mr. Shawn Miller, Assistant Recreation Director, updated the Board on the success of the All-Star Teams representing Grady County.

Mr. Tobar congratulated Mr. Richard Phillips on obtaining his EMT Certification and also advised that the new Rescue Truck has arrived and is in service.

A Beer/Wine License Application has been submitted for Shandra Inc. D/B/A Route 84 Country Store.  Mr. Norton made a motion to approve the issuance of a Package Sale Beer/Wine License to Shandra Inc.  Mr. Poitevint made the second with the Board giving their unanimous approval.
Miss Shelley Kines advised the Board she has been speaking with Ms. Kelly Lang from DCA concerning possible grant opportunities.  She asked the Board’s permission to pursue a $20,000 grant entitled Tourism Product Development Grant to assist with the cost of building two boat ramps on Cedar Springs Road at the Lake.  The Grant is due July 31, 2014.  Mr. Norton made a motion to pursue the grant with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval of the motion.

Mr. Childs made a motion to approve the following Consent Items with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board unanimously approved the Consent Items as listed:

· Reappoint Ms. Geraldine Faulk to another term on the Grady County Board of Family and Children Services.
· Approved the disbursement of Investigation Funds in the amount of $4,500.00.  This is a budgeted item.
Fire Chief Wayne Hadden and Firefighter Richard Phillips presented an Equipment Purchase Request.  Bids were requested for all equipment.  Mr. Childs made a motion to approve the purchases from the low bidders as listed:  Georgia Fire and Rescue for $42,537.00, American Safety & Fire House for $35,770.00 and Ag-Pro of Cairo for $1,692.52 for a total of $79,999.52.  Mr. Poitevint made the second with the Board unanimously approving the motion.

Mr. Norton asked Mr. Tobar to research who determines the activities occurring at the Senior Citizens Center.  He advised that he believes Church Services are being held there.
Mr. Norton also asked Mr. Tobar to confirm with Col. Breedlove the amount of Overtime figured in the Inmate Work Detail Contract.  The numbers are not adding up.

Mr. Childs asked Mr. Tobar to talk with Mr. Harrison regarding the trashcans on Ridge Road.  Mr. Tobar advised he would.
