The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session, Tuesday, June 17, 2014 with Chairperson TD David, Vice-Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Commissioners Billy Poitevint, Charles Norton and Elwyn Childs in attendance.  Also present were County Attorney Kevin Cauley, County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  
Mr. David called the Regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked Mr. Childs to offer the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. Poitevint made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mrs. Copeland making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mr. David called for Public Comments.  Mr. John Monds, 1017 Old Thomasville Road, spoke against the Board’s recommendation to ban guns at Barber Park.  
Mr. Peter Wright, Stephens Road, asked the Board to keep a tight rein on the Lake Authority.  He asked that they not have a lot of independence which will lead to high spending.  
Col. Breedlove and Warden McCoy from Decatur County spoke to the Board concerning the Inmate Work Detail Contract.  Decatur County sends 8-9 inmates four times a week for detail duty.  The personnel cost has increased for the Guard thus the increase in contract price.  Mr. Childs made a motion to enter into contract with Decatur County for Inmate Work detail with Mrs. Copeland making the second.  The Board approved the motion unanimously.

Mr. Jim Ellis, EMA Director, presented the Board with the updated Hazard Mitigation Plan.  The Plan has to be updated every five years.  Mrs. Copeland made a motion to adopt the Hazard Mitigation Plan with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board unanimously approved the motion.
Mr. Norton made a motion to sign the joint agreement with the City of Cairo for the CHIP grant.  Mrs. Copland made the second with the Board giving their unanimous approval to sign the agreement.

Mr. Tobar advised the wash rack pens for the Livestock Pavilion were going to cost an additional $2,200.00 for a total cost of $5,200.00.  Mr. Childs made a motion to approve the additional cost with Mr. Poitevint making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval of the motion.

Mr. Tobar advised of the need to place fencing around the Dump Site on Pierce Chapel Road to alleviate trash blowing onto the property surrounding.  The Board asked Mr. Tobar to obtain bids for the fence.  

Mr. Childs asked the Board to consider purchasing one acre of land surrounding the Dump Site on Ridge Road.  Mr. Tobar will research the issue.  

Mr. Tobar advised of the need for fencing above the backstops on the fields at Barber Park.  Mr. Tobar will research pricing.

Mr. Tobar also advised the pipe would arrive tomorrow at the lake site and that he attended a DOT Meeting today to discuss road needs.

Mrs. Copeland made a motion to approve the contract with SwiftReach Networks, Inc. with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board unanimously approved the motion.

Mr. Poitevint made a motion to approve the Recreation Department Policies, Procedures and Fees with one small noted change.  Mr. Childs made the second with the Board voting 4-1 to approve the document.  Mr. Norton voted against the motion.

Mr. David advised the Board it was time to renew the Partnership Agreement with Archway.  Mr. Childs made a motion to renew the annual agreement with Archway in the amount of $10,000.00.  Mrs. Copeland made the second with the Board giving their unanimous approval to table the request.
The Road Department Report for May 2014 was reviewed.
Mr. Norton made a motion to adjourn with Mrs. Copeland making the second.  The Board unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting.
