The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session, Tuesday, March 3, 2015 with Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Vice-Chairman Charles Norton, Commissioners Ray Prince and Elwyn Childs in attendance.  Also present were County Administrator Carlos Tobar, County Clerk Kevin Cauley and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  Commissioner Thomas David was absent.
Mrs. Copeland called the Regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked Mr. Childs to offer the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.   
Mrs. Copeland advised there was an addition to the Agenda – A Closed Session for the purpose of a Personnel Matter.  Mr. Norton made a motion to adopt the Agenda with this addition with Mr. Prince making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mr. Prince made a motion to go into Closed Session for the purpose of discussing a Personnel Matter at the request of Mr. Prentiss Mitchell, Chairman, and Board of Assessors.  Mr. Childs made the second with the Board approving unanimously to go into Closed Session.  Once in Closed Session, County Attorney Cauley advised this matter needed to be discussed in public as it involved a Board of Assessor employee instead of a County Employee.
Mr. Prince made a motion to come out of Closed Session with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board approved unanimously to come out of Closed Session.  Mr. Prentiss Mitchell, Mr. John Tillis and Mr. Julian Rawls all member of the Board of Assessors asked that a reprimand that was placed in Mrs. Susan Bennett’s file in 2013 be removed.  They provided documents showing the invalidity, in their opinion, of the reprimand.  After discussion, Mr. Norton made a motion to remove the recommendation to reprimand from Mrs. Bennett’s File with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board approved unanimously to accept recommendation to remove reprimand as Mrs. Bennett is not an employee of the County.
Mrs. Copeland called for Public Comments.  Mr. Peter Wright, Stephens Road, spoke about the Lake not being able to hold water.  Mr. Jeff Bivins, Crine Boulevard, asked what will be allowed on the lake?  Who will make those determinations?  Advised the Board to review the Master Plan in regards to Vegetative Preserves.

The Public Hearing for the purpose of discussing the Comprehensive Plan was opened.  Mr. Steve O’Neal from the Regional Commission was present for questions and discussion.  Four people from the Public spoke; Mr. Peter Wright, Mr. Jeff Bivins, Mrs. Betty Godwin and Mr. Robert Taylor.  Mr. Prince made a motion to Close the Public Hearing and resume the Regular Meeting with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.
Attorney Cauley advised he was working on the Right-of-Way acquisitions on Cedar Springs Road and Gainous Road.

Mr. Tobar asked for items to be added to the Formal Actions Section of the meeting.
Vice-Chairman Norton recognized Chairperson Copeland as receiving the Georgia Women’s Legislative Caucus Award.  Mrs. Copeland was nominated by Representative Darlene Taylor.
The Calendar of Events was reviewed.  Mr. Tobar informed the Board that the Ground Breaking Ceremony for the Lighting Project at Barber Park would be on March 16th at noon.
Mr. Norton made a motion to approve the following Consent Items, with one change to the February 17, 2015 Regular Meeting Minutes.  Mr. Prince made the second with the Board approving unanimously the Consent Items as listed: 
· Approved Wm. Thomas Craig, LLC Invoice in the amount of $12,741.74 for legal fees associated with Tired Creek Lake.

· Approval of Minutes – February 17, 2015 Regular Meeting, February 17, 2015 Special Called Meeting and February 17, 2015 Closed Session 
Mr. Tobar presented several additional items for approval/discussion/advisement:
· Mr. Stacy Watkins joined the meeting via phone to answer questions about Task Order No. 4.  and provided information concerning the materials and construction costs for the water and wastewater conduits under Tired Creek Lake.  Mr. Watkins will deal with the Contractors on the installation of the conduits.  Mr. Prince made a motion to approve Task Order No. 4 for Watkins & Associates in the amount of $5,500.00 for services provided on the Waste and Wastewater Conduits under Tired Creek Lake.   Mr. Childs made the second with the Board giving their unanimous approval.

· Mr. Watkins gave an update on the Monrovia Road Access.  Mr. Stanley Elkins, Road Superintendent, will do the work on the Road.

· Mr. Tobar asked the Board to pass a Resolution to send to US Representative Sanford Bishop supporting Tax Exempt Bonds Status.  Mr. Norton made a motion to approve the Resolution with Mr. Prince making the second.  The Board unanimously approved the motion.
· The Board discussed the revisions to HB 170.  This Board previously opposed HB 170.

· Mr. Tobar explained SB 186 that ACCG supports posting legal notices on-line instead of in the paper.  The Board asked that it be tabled for discussion.

Mr. Prince made a motion to go into Closed Session to discuss a Litigation Issue with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval to go into Closed Session.  Mrs. Laura Benz, Mr. Kent Campbell and Mr. Mike Binion, Lake Director, were present for the Closed Session.
Mr. Prince made a motion to come out of Closed Session with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board approved unanimously to come out of Closed Session.  As a result, Mr. Prince made a motion to appoint Mrs. Laura Benz as the legal Point of Contact with the Corp of Engineers with Mr. Norton making the second.  The Board unanimously approved the motion.

The Board asked that a Letter of Appreciation be prepared to send to Mr. Tommy Craig thanking him for his assistance with the Lake Permit.

Mr. Norton made a motion to adjourn the meeting with Mr. Prince making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval.
