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NOTE ON DEVELOPMENT INPACTING WET LANDS

AND FLOOD PLAINS

Development in some areas of the County may impact State jurisdictional wetlands and flood plains.  Such projects require U. S. Corps of Engineers Authorization in the form of permits for construction on, or modification of, wetlands.

The developer should be aware of the necessity of determining the status of the land he proposes to sub-divide for development.  Fines may be levied against unauthorized projects, and the Corps may require the return of property to its pre-existing state if violations are encountered.  If it appears that the proposed project will impact wetland / floodplains, the Corps will, on request, make a determination of its status.
