The Grady County Board of Commissioners met for a Special Called Meeting, Tuesday, March 24, 2015 with Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Vice-Chairman Charles Norton and Commissioners Elwyn Childs, Thomas David and Ray Prince in attendance.   Also present were County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Clerk Carrie Kines.
Mrs. Copeland called the Meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. and offered the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. Norton made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. David 
making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.

Mr. Stacey Watkins, Mr. Mike Binion and Mr. Stanley Elkins were present for the discussion concerning the Tired Creek Lake Underwater Elements – Sewer and Water Conduits.  Laying elements through the lake vs. around the lake was discussed.  Mr. Watkins explained that going through the lake shortens the distribution routes.  Mr. Watkins advised that a complete Water/Sewer Study needed to be completed.  If any conduits are laid through the Buffer Zone it will require an amendment by the Corp of Engineers.  After lengthy discussion the Board decided to meet with Mr. Watkins on March 31st at 8:00 a.m. for a site visit in order for the Bid Specs to be prepared for the project.
Mr. Elkins advised he had been contacted by Mr. Wayne Windham concerning a well at the old Beck Branch School.  He needed permission to turn the power off to the well as it is not being used.  The consensus of the Board was to remove power from the old well.
Mr. David advised the Board that he had obtained access to all the County’s Bank Accounts through On-Line banking to be able to monitor on a regular basis.  The County currently uses five different banks.  He is currently one of the signatures on the accounts.  Mr. David asked the Board to allow him to continue monitoring the County’s Bank Accounts.  After some discussion the Board stated they needed time to consider this request.
Mr. Prince made a motion to go into Closed Session for the purpose of discussing a Personnel Issue with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board approved unanimously to go into Closed Session.  The Commissioners were the only ones present for the Closed Session.
Mr. Childs made a motion to come out of Closed Session and to adjourn the meeting with Mr. David making the second.  The Board unanimously approved the motion.  No action was taken as a result of the Closed Session.
